Words and expressions used but not defined in this Supplemental shall have the same
meanings as are assigned to them in the Offering Document of UBL Liquidity Plus Fund (ULPF).

1. Amendment in Annexure ‘A’ (Current Management Fee)

The Following Point of Annexure ‘A’ of the Offering Document is amended/added and read
as follows:

Management Fee:

The Management Company shall charge a fee at the rate of 5% of the gross earnings
of the Scheme, calculated on a daily basis & the fee is subject to a minimum of
0.15% of the daily net assets of the Scheme not exceeding the maximum expense
ratio limit as permitted under the Rules & Regulations.

The actual rate of Management Fee on the basis of Net Assets shall be disclosed in
the Fund Manager Reports and Financial Statements.

Note:
Gross earnings of the Fund would be calculated by adding up the following:

1) Realized and unrealized gains on securities including impact of amortization of
any discounts and/or premium on these securities;
2) Any other income earned by any Authorized Investment of the Scheme.



3) While calculating Gross earnings of the Scheme, no deduction would be made
whatsoever on account of management fee, tax, formation cost or any other
expense chargeable to the Scheme.
